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1 DEFINITIONS

1.1 For the purposes of Regulation (EU) 2016/679, the Personal Data
Protection Act and this policy, the specified terms have the following
meaning:

Personal Data means any information relating to an identified or
identifiable natural person ("data subject"); an identifiable natural
person is a person who can be identified, directly or indirectly, in
particular by an identifier such as a name, an identification number,
location data, an online identifier or by one or more characteristics
specific to the physical, the physiological, genetic, psychic, mental,
economic, cultural or social identity of that natural person.

Processing of personal data means any operation or set of
operations performed on personal data or a set of personal data by
automatic or other means such as collection, recording, organisation,
structuring, storage, adaptation or modification, retrieval, consultation,
use, disclosure by transmission, distribution or another way in which
the data is made available, arranged or combined, restricted, deleted
or destroyed.

Restriction of processing means marking stored personal data in
order to limit their processing in the future.

Profiling means any form of automated processing of personal data,
consisting in the use of personal data to assess certain personal
aspects related to a natural person and, more specifically, to analyse
or predict aspects related to the performance of professional duties of

that an individual, their economic status, health, personal preferences,
interests, reliability, behaviour, location or movement.

Administrator means a natural or legal person, public body, agency
or other structure that alone or jointly with others determines the
purposes and means of processing personal data, where the purposes
and means of this processing are determined by Union law or the law
of a Member State, the controller or the special criteria for its
determination may be established in Union law or in the law of a
Member State.

Personal data processor means a natural or legal person, public
body, agency or other structure that processes personal data on behalf
of the controller.

Recipient means a natural or legal person, public body, agency or
other structure to which personal data are disclosed, whether or not it
is a third party. At the same time, public authorities that may receive
personal data within the framework of a specific investigation in
accordance with Union law or the law of a Member State are not
considered "recipients"; the processing of this data by the specified
public authorities complies with the applicable data protection rules in
accordance with the purposes of the processing.

Third party means a natural or legal person, public body, agency or
other body other than the data subject, the controller, the personal
data processor and the persons who, under the direct supervision of
the controller or the personal data processor, have the right to process
the personal data.

Consent of the data subject means any freely expressed, specific,
informed and unequivocal indication of the data subject’s will by
means of a statement or an explicit affirmative action, which
expresses his consent to the personal data relating to him being
processed.

The Smart Clothes mobile application does not process personal data
that could be used to unambiguously identify a data subject.

The Smart Clothes mobile application collects data related to its proper
functioning and the corresponding settings that a user can make.

The Smart Clothes mobile application receives technical data about the
mobile devices connected to it without allowing the proper identification
of the persons using them.

In view of the principle of transparency, it should be mentioned that the
Smart Clothes mobile application collects the following technical data:

The Smart Clothes mobile application can only collect personal data if it
is voluntarily provided by its users.

deviations from legal requirements related to them.

In the event that personal data is collected, it will be processed for
specific, precisely defined and legally justified purposes, and no
processing will be carried out in @ manner inconsistent with or different
from these purposes.

In the case of collection and processing of personal data, they are
limited to what is necessary for the specified purposes and in
accordance with the established grounds for processing.



2.9 When processing personal data, the processes are carried out in a way
that ensures an appropriate level of security and safety, including
protection against unauthorised or illegal access or leakage of personal
data, accidental loss, destruction or alteration, using appropriate
technical or organisational measures for their protection.

3 PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA

3.1 When processing the personal data of natural persons, the
Administrator ensures that the available data is processed lawfully, in
good faith and in a way that allows the subject to track the processing
at any time.

3.2 Subjects' personal data may be collected and processed in connection
with the introduction of new functionalities in the Smart Clothes mobile
application, such as a user profile and answering received inquiries.

3.3 The Administrator complies with all the principles for processing
personal data declared in Regulation (EU) 2016/679 and the Personal
Data Protection Act.

3.4 The Administrator does not collect or store special categories of
personal data. In the event that a subject of personal data intentionally
provides sensitive data, the Administrator undertakes to delete it and
stop processing it whenever possible.

3.5 Cookies are collected when using the Smart Clothes mobile application.

3.6 The Administrator collects and processes personal data that is
voluntarily provided directly by the subjects of personal data.

3.7 The Administrator does not use personal data for purposes other than
those specified in this Privacy Policy.

3.8 The Administrator does not collect or store personal data related to
credit and/or debit cards.

3.9 The Administrator doesn’t employ profiling.

3.10The Administrator takes all necessary actions and ensures reliable
technical and organisational measures to fully protect personal data
from destruction or loss due to unauthorised access, as well as from
illegal modification or distribution and other illegal forms of processing.



4 COOKIES

4.1 The application uses "cookies" - small text files that are placed in the
browser of the client device (computer, phone, tablet, etc.) when the
application is accessed.

4.2 When collecting and processing information using cookies and similar
technologies, this is done after prior notification and consent (if
necessary) from the respective user.

4.3 All cookies used by the application are automatically deleted after a
certain period of time. This depends on the type of cookies.

4.4 The application may use the following types of cookies:

4.4.1 Required cookies. These cookies are necessary for the proper
functioning of the application. Without these cookies, the services you
requested cannot be performed. These cookies do not store any
personal information.

4.4.2 Performance cookies. These cookies allow the number of visits and
traffic to be measured in order to improve the functioning of the
application. All information collected by these cookies is aggregated
and, therefore, anonymous.

4.4.3 Functional cookies. These cookies allow the application to provide
enhanced functionality and customisation by remembering choices
made by users (e.g., identification, language or region or region
selection). The information collected by these cookies can be
anonymised.

4.4.4 Target cookies. Target cookies are used to identify visitors. These
cookies can be used by companies to create a profile of visitors'
interests or to display relevant advertisements.

4.4.5 Other cookies. These cookies do not fall into the above categories.
They support the proper functioning of the application by enabling the
use of its functions.

5 STORAGE PERIOD OF PERSONAL DATA

Right to information and transparency. The Administrator is obliged
to process personal data in a way that allows subjects to receive timely
and accurate information about the method and volume of processing.

Right of access. The Administrator is obliged, upon request from a
personal data subject, to provide information about the available
personal data that is processed and related to him, as well as to obtain
access to them if there is a reason for this.

Right to rectification. A subject of personal data has the right to
submit a request to the Administrator to correct inaccurate personal
data related to him, as well as to supplement incompletely provided
personal data.

Right to erasure (the right to be forgotten). Upon receipt of a
request for deletion from a subject of personal data, the Administrator
is obliged to delete the related personal data without undue delay if
there is a reason for this. The Administrator has an obligation to delete
the personal data without undue delay when any of the grounds
specified in Article 17 of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 are applicable.

Right to restriction of the processing. A subject of personal data
has the right to submit a request to the Administrator for restriction of
processing when one of the grounds specified in Article 18 of Regulation

Right to data portability. In the event of a request for data portability
from a personal data subject, the Administrator shall provide the
personal data available and processed by him for the subject, and which

consent or contractual obligation and the processing is carried out in an
automated manner.

Right to object. The personal data subject has the right to object to
processing his personal data at any time and on grounds relating to his
particular situation and concerning him.

Rights in automated individual decision-making, including
profiling. The data subject has the right not to be subject to a decision
based solely on automated processing, including profiling, which gives
rise to legal consequences for the data subject or similarly significantly
affects him.

Right to be notified of a breach of personal data security. Where
the personal data security breach is likely to pose a high risk to the
rights and freedoms of the data subjects, they should be notified,
without undue delay, of the personal data security breach.

7.10Right to submit a complaint to a supervisory authority. A data

subject has the right to file a complaint with a supervisory authority if
he/she considers that the processing of personal data concerning
him/her violates the provisions of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 and/or the
Personal Data Protection Act.

7.11Right to an effective judicial remedy against a supervisory

authority. Each subject of personal data has the right to effective
judicial protection against a binding decision of a supervisory authority
concerning him. Proceedings are instituted before the competent court
of the Republic of Bulgaria.

7.12Right to judicial and administrative protection. Without prejudice

to available Administrative or non-judicial remedies, including the right
to lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority, the data subject has
the right to effective judicial protection when he considers that his
rights, under Regulation (EU) 2016/679 and/ or the Personal Data
Protection Act, have been violated as a result of unlawful processing of
his personal data. Proceedings are instituted before the competent



courts of the member state in which the Administrator or personal data
processor has its place of establishment.

7.13Right to compensation for damages suffered. Any person who has

suffered proven material or non-material damages that occurred as a
result of a culpable violation of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 and/or the
Personal Data Protection Act by the Administrator or the personal data
processor has the right to receive compensation for the damages
caused. Legal proceedings, in connection with the exercise of the right
to compensation, are instituted before the competent courts of the
member state in which the Administrator or the processor of personal
data has a place of establishment.

8 EXAMINATION OF REQUESTS
